Too many children in Sierra Leone still die of malaria. But a recent 
survey found a 50% decrease in malaria amongst children under 5 
since 2013. What's the story behind these numbers? In 2019, 
CRS's $154 million portfolio of 17 malaria projects reached 86 
million people in 12 countries. Our programs focus on the people 
most vulnerable to malaria-related morbidity and mortality – chil-
dren under 5 and pregnant women. We address the illness at 
household, community and facility levels. And we emphasize pre-
vention, community and facility case management, procurement 
and supply chain management, along with advocacy at national, 
regional and international levels. 
 

As a multi-sectoral organization, CRS can integrate malaria activi-
ties within other programs such as emergency response, food se-
curity and livelihoods, and immunization throughout malaria en-
demic countries. This allows CRS to quickly adapt and maintain its 
malaria outreach activities during disease outbreaks, such as Ebo-
la and COVID-19.
