GIFT: “Growing in Faith Together”

7pm, Tuesday, June 11th Eucharistic Adoration in the 21st

Century: How to Change the World in One Hour
According to speaker Susan Brinkmann, well-known author and
award-winning Catholic journalist, the practice of Eucharistic
Adoration has an identity problem. Even most Catholics think
it's meant for cloistered nuns and priests, but not for the aver-
age lay person.
