Moses receives God'’s call to lead the Israelites out of Egypt
and slavery to freedom in a new land. At the burning bush on
the mountaintop he asks God for His name, and he is told the
mysterious “l am who | am.” It is a name that points to “free
choice and unhindered power.”

Reading Il: | Corinthians 10: 1-6, 10-12

St. Paul warns his Corinthian converts not to be overconfident
in themselves. They too can be as vacillating as the Israelites
in the matter of living as God wants.

The Gospel: Luke 13: 1-9

This passage, unique to Luke, teaches us that God is truly com-
passionate but not indecisive. Everyone must do penance for
sin. The fig tree parable is meant to energize all procrastinators
to wake up and do penance as a matter of urgency.
