CATECHESIS OF THE GOOD  
SHEPHERD REGISTRATION 

The Catechesis of the Good Shepherd (CGS) program 
is a Montessori based parish religious formation/
education program for children age 3 to 6 in LEVEL 1 
and age 6 to 9 in LEVEL 2.  This experience is founda-
tional for a life-long relationship with God which is then 
lived out in the Church community.  Children live the 

central mysteries of our faith by working with and reflecting up-
