Temple Cleansers’ Chores
D

usting:  Sanctuary furniture of wood (Main Church & Chapel):  Altar, Pulpit, Cantor’s Lectern, Organ with bench and pedal board, Piano, Priest’s Chair, Servers and Lectors’ chairs and kneelers, Credence and Gift Tables, Reconciliation Room furniture, kneelers and chairs in Shrine Area, Stations of the Cross, Statues (Sacred Heart, Blessed Mother, and Saint Maria Goretti) and the Windowsills.  The furniture should only need to be dusted.  If you think it needs to be cleaned, use only a Windex-type cleaner (no additives like Ammonia, Special Scents, Etc.)  Please never use Wax. Endust may be sprayed on dust rag or swifter.
V

acuuming:  Rugs at both Altars, at Priest’s Chair in Main Church, in both Sacristies, in the Reconciliation Rooms and narthex as needed.  Also, each group will need to vacuum their section of the pews on their assigned day.  This will allow for all the pews to be cleaned over a five-week period.  Special attention needs to be given to the cushion where it meets the back of the pew. Also remove any trash left in the hymnal racks on the back of pews.
C

lean Marble:  Main Church Altar, Pulpit, Tabernacle with feather duster only. Infant Baptismal Font, and Holy Water Fonts can be cleaned with a damp cloth with clean water.  Clean with a mild soap when necessary.

H

oly Water:  Change the Holy Water as frequently as you notice the need, especially on Saturdays and Mondays and before and after Holy Days.  Use the sponge found in the special purple bucket, which is located in the small closet in the Sunday Sacristy.  This bucket is used for this purpose only.  Sponge out the old water from the fonts into the bucket and empty the old water into the Sacrarium.  Replace with Holy Water drawn from the metal Holy Water reservoir located by the baptismal font.  When the reservoir is low, please empty and clean it.  Please leave a note asking Father to bless the new water in the reservoir. 

W

indows:  Glass doors leading from the Narthex into the Main Church, as well as side aisle doors.  Also, please clean the glass wall and doors of the Chapel and outside church doors if needed.
S

weeping:  The front porch when needed and Narthex to be swept each week.  The Narthex may also need to be wiped down using the Swifter.  If needed, please dry mop the aisles of the main Church. 

P

ews: (facing altar) Team I-Section 1 far left, Team II-Section 2 middle left, Team III-Section 4 far right and Choir chairs, Team IV-Section 3 middle right, Team V-Chapel chairs.
