Come out of the pew and move forward to receive.

Bow your head as a sign of reverence when the person in front of you is
receiving Holy Communion.

As you are about to receive the Host or the Precious Blood, the Minister of Communion
will say “The Body of Christ” or “The Blood of Christ.”

Respond “Amen.” Any other response is inappropriate.

If you are going to receive on the tongue: Your head should be bent back slightly.
Your tongue should come out over the bottom teeth, equal with the bottom lip, so that
the priest has someplace to put the Host

If you're going to receive in the hand: Put one hand down and put the other hand on
top of it and make a kind of throne for the Lord. When the priest puts the Host on your
hand, you say, "Amen." then receive our Lord and consume the Host before you step
away.

RECEIVING FROM THE CUP (This will not be an option for First Holy
Communion but children should be taught at home when the time is right!)

As you approach the Minister of the Chalice, bow as a sign of reverence. The Minister
will say “The Blood of Christ” and you are to answer “Amen.” Take the chalice in your
own hands by placing one hand on the top of the chalice and one on the bottom. (The
minister should be holding the center of the chalice). Take a small sip of the Precious
Blood and then slowly and carefully return the chalice to the Minister making sure they
have a hold before you let go and walk away.
Avoid quick sudden movements with the
chalice so as not to spill any of the

Precious Blood.
